CITY OF LAKE BRONSON

COUNCIL MINUTES

JULY 18, 2011
The regular meeting of the Lake Bronson City Council was called to order by Mayor Patricia Nerguson at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, July 18, 2011.  
Present were Council Members Jim Erickson, Greg Sandahl, Bobby Schmiedeberg, Joyce Storeby and Mayor Patricia Nerguson.

Absent none.

Also present were Darlene Brown, Kevin Lindgren, Caleb Stromquist and Megan Hanson, City Clerk.
Mayor Nerguson asked for any additions to the agenda.  Schmiedeberg stated he had one bill to add to the claims list, Erickson asked to add purchasing pothole patch and discussing the water by Dan Goldstrand’s, Kevin Lindgren asked to discuss the CHS curb stop repair.  Schmiedeberg made a motion, seconded by Storeby, and carried out unanimously to approve the revised agenda.
Mayor Nerguson asked for any citizen concerns or public comments.  Kevin Lindgren was in to discuss the letter he received regarding the CHS curb stop repair.  After much discussion it was decided that the city will need to absorb the cost of the repair as there is not enough proof that Mr. Lindgren caused the damage.

The clerk reported five water shut-off’s for the month.    

Mayor Nerguson asked if everyone had a chance to read the minutes.  Schmiedeberg made a motion, seconded by Sandahl, and carried out unanimously to approve the June 20, 2011 Minutes.                    
The council reviewed the claims list for bills for the month.  The clerk stated that there was one addition to the list for $137.70 to St. Hilaire Supply Company for three curb boxes.  Schmiedeberg presented a bill from Great Plains Fire for $667.63 for service, the City pays half the bill and the Fire Department pays the other half.  The council decided to wait with the St. Hilaire Supply bill until next month.  The total amount of claims was $9,162.73.  Fire Department claims for the month totaled $338.13.  Storeby made a motion, seconded by Sandahl, and carried out unanimously to approve the claims list and pay bills.
Old business was discussed.  The Mayor stated that Arnie’s Market would be tabled until next month as there is someone interested however with the state being shut down they are unable to get a license.  No payments have been made on the loans since December 2010.  

A curfew ordinance was discussed.  The clerk will check with neighboring cities and start drafting an ordinance.

The Mayor stated that the railroad is very happy with the ditching that has been done in town.  They would like all of the dirt removed along the tracks.  Glenn Anderson will be back to remove the dirt once it dries up.  The council asked Schmiedeberg if the Fire Department could use their equipment to blow out the culverts.  Schmiedeberg stated they would on Wednesday night after their meeting.  

The water standing by Dan Goldstrand’s was briefly discussed.  
Erickson asked if he could purchase some pothole patch for the approach to Riverside Street and to use around the curb boxes in the street.  Cement may be needed for manholes; the clerk will inform council members when J & R Wastewater Services will be here and have them take a look at them.

The skating rink at the city park was briefly discussed.  There is a possibility that it may be moved next year.           
New business was discussed.  The council reviewed the Nuisance Ordinance and discussed properties in violation of the ordinance.  The clerk will send out letters asking for compliance within two weeks.
The council reviewed two building permit applications, Ed Anderson to replace the roof of his house, and Darrel Olson to build a deck on the front of the house and put up a fence.  Erickson made a motion, seconded by Sandahl, and carried out unanimously to approve both building permit applications.
The council reviewed a routine inspection report from the Minnesota Department of Health.

The council discussed the condition of the flag outside the community center.  Sandahl made a motion, seconded by Schmiedeberg, and carried out unanimously for the clerk to order a new flag.

The council briefly discussed a spraying program for the ditches to keep the cattails down.     
Sandahl made a motion, seconded by Storeby, and carried out unanimously to adjourn to the next regular scheduled council meeting at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, August 15, 2011.
