COUNCIL MINUTES

OCTOBER 26, 2011
The special meeting of the Lake Bronson City Council was called to order by Mayor Patricia Nerguson at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday, October 26, 2011.  The special meeting was held to conduct interviews for the Maintenance Worker position.
