CITY OF LAKE BRONSON

COUNCIL MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 19, 2011
The regular meeting of the Lake Bronson City Council was called to order by Mayor Patricia Nerguson at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, September 19, 2011.  
Present were Council Members Jim Erickson, Greg Sandahl, Bobby Schmiedeberg, Joyce Storeby and Mayor Patricia Nerguson.

Absent none.

Also present were Darlene Brown, Harlan Olson and Megan Hanson, City Clerk.
Mayor Nerguson asked for any additions to the agenda.  Schmiedeberg asked to add three new fire department applications.  Schmiedeberg made a motion, seconded by Storeby, and carried out unanimously to approve the revised agenda.
Mayor Nerguson asked for any citizen concerns or public comments.  Harlan Olson asked for an extension in paying his water bill as he is on shut-off this month.  He stated that he could pay it in full on Monday, October 3, 2011, the council agreed that was fine.  The clerk reported two other water shut-off’s for the month.
Mayor Nerguson asked if everyone had a chance to read the minutes.  Storeby made a motion, seconded by Schmiedeberg, and carried out unanimously to approve the August 15, 2011 and September 7, 2011 Minutes.                    
The council reviewed the claims list for bills for the month.  The clerk stated that the Farmers Union bill totaled $612.74 with $134.27 for 37.3 gallons of gas which no one is sure about.  The council stated that they would not pay for that gas.  There was one addition to the claims list for $11,002.50 to Glenn Anderson Construction for city ditching ($9,165.00) and the clean-up of Donovan Gunnarson’s lot ($1,837.50).  Of the $9,165.00 for ditching, the railroad will pay for $2,837.50, leaving $6,327.50 as the city’s expense.  There was another addition to the claims list for $400.00 to Pelan Construction & Well for sealing the well on Donovan Gunnarson’s lot.  The total amount of claims for the month was $24,667.02, Fire Department claims for the month totaled $1,096.56.  Erickson made a motion, seconded by Storeby, and carried out unanimously to approve the claims list and pay bills.
City maintenance was discussed.  The council received two applications for the position and reviewed three applications from last year.  The Mayor is going to speak with George tomorrow to see if he is interested in staying on through Experience Works.  The Mayor also stated that there is someone who may be interested in supervising for wastewater.  After much discussion the council decided to leave the position open and set a deadline of 5:00 p.m. on Friday, October 14, 2011.  They will review applications at the regular meeting on Monday, October 17, 2011.  The clerk will advertise the position again in the North Star News, the Kittson County Enterprise and the Northern Watch.
The council reviewed the 2011 Delinquent Garbage Assessment Roll provided by Anderson Sanitation.  Schmiedeberg made a motion, seconded by Sandahl, and carried out unanimously to approve the list of garbage assessments.

The clerk provided the council with a certificate of the costs attributable to the clean-up of Donovan Gunnarson’s lot at 108 E. Main Street, Parcel # R37.0034000.  The total costs are $2,237.50 which includes $1,837.50 to Glenn Anderson Construction and $400.00 to Pelan Construction & Well.  Storeby made a motion, seconded by Erickson, and carried out unanimously to have the clerk certify this amount to the Kittson County Auditor as a special assessment against the lot.     
Old business was discussed.  The Mayor reported that a monthly payment had been made today on the three Arnie’s Market loans.  She should have more information at next month’s meeting.

There was a lot of discussion regarding the City Nuisance Ordinance.  The clerk reported that she has not heard from anyone who was sent letters in the last month.  The council instructed the clerk to send letters letting those in violation know that the city is contacting the Sheriff’s Department to issue citations.  

The council decided to pass at this time on the Farmers Union propane pre-pay price of $1.95 per gallon.

The council reviewed and discussed a letter that was received from the United Stated Postal Service in regards to closing the Lake Bronson facility.
The clerk asked about paving on State Highway #59 by Ardell Larson’s.  The council is aware that it still needs to be completed.  There is a company that will be back in Lake Bronson to do some more asphalt work.    

New business was discussed.  The council reviewed a building permit application for Patricia Nerguson to repair her roof.  Schmiedeberg made a motion, seconded by Sandahl, and carried out unanimously to approve the building permit application, Nerguson abstained from voting.

Schmiedeberg presented three applications for the Fire Department.  Applicants are Casey Stromgren, Devin Stromgren and Clarence (Skip) Strom.  Erickson made a motion, seconded by Storeby, and carried out unanimously to approve the Fire Department Applications. 
Storeby made a motion, seconded by Schmiedeberg, and carried out unanimously to adjourn to the next regular scheduled council meeting at 5:30 p.m. on Monday, October 17, 2011.
