City of Lake Bronson Regular Council Meeting Minutes
December 16, 2019

 CALL MEETING TO ORDER: Mayor R. Rector called the meeting to order at 5:28  pm.  Council members present were L. Kowaliuk, P. Shablow, S. Strom. P. Matthew was absent.  City employees present were S. Lund & E. Toomey came in at 5:31. Public present were D. Brown & L. Balderston.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Shablow made a motion, Strom seconded, to accept the minutes of the November 18, 2019 council meeting. M/S/P – Shablow/Strom/Kowaliuk.  
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  Brown asked who opens up Toomey's parents yards. The council did not knew. Balderston asked why the city pickup is in Karlstad 3-4 time a week. The council said they would talk to Toomey. Kowaliuk said that this is a community center and she wanted to be here when Lundberg cleans because she drives Lundberg to work at the center. Strom said Kowaliuk could drop Lundberg off and pick her up. Kowaliuk said when Rose cleaned here she had people with her. Shablow said to leave it as it is. Kowaliuk said the council can give Lundberg their phone numbers to drive her to work. 
OLD BUSINESS:  

Yard Cleanup:  Roman Gudmundson called the clerk and said he was not going to do anything because it is winter.  Strom will call Gudmundson and ask him to board up the doors & windows and put up a snow fence for safety reasons.
Lagoon Fences: Tabled until spring

Employee Health Insurance:  The clerk reported she had gotten quotes from Karlstad and the cheapest insurance was $948.29 per month & PEIP was $547.36 per month per person.  The council said to go with the PEIP insurance.
Kittson County a disaster aid:  The clerk reported that she contacted Kittson County Emergency Management and they said the City needed to have $3,400.00 damages to file a claim.
NEW BUSINESS:  
The clerk added North Kittson Rural Water 3% rate increase.  Shablow made a motion, Strom seconded, to increase each households water by the 3% a month starting Jan 1, 2020.  M/S/P – Shablow/Strom. Kowaliuk objected.
LMC Liability Coverage:  Kowaliuk  made a motion, Shablow seconded, to accept LMC insurance coverage for the City.  M/S/P – Kowaliuk/Strom/Shablow.  Mayor Rector signed the Cities 2020 LMC insurance coverage.
Fire Department Secretary's wages for 2020: Shablow made a motion, Kowaliuk seconded, for the Fire Department to pay the secretary's wages for 2019 in the amount of $500.00.   M/S/P – Shablow/Kowaliuk/Strom.  
City employees raises effective Jan 1, 2020 - The mayor said the Government rate for 2020 is 2.6%, and in the State of Minnesota you do not have to give yearly raises to employees.  Strom said he did not think the city should give raises this year.  Strom made a motion, Shablow seconded to keep the wages the same as last year. M/S/P – Strom/Shablow/All.  
Council 2020 Meeting Dates:  Kowaliuk made a motion, Strom seconded, to approve the 2020 City Council Meeting Dates.   M/S/P – Kowaliuk/Strom/Shablow.  
Fire Department meeting minutes: Kowaliuk made a motion, Strom seconded, to approve the 2019 Fire Department minutes. M/S/P – Kowaliuk/Strom/Shablow.   
USDA Water Bond Payment:- The clerk stated that the water bond payment this year was $38,393.75.  

Donations to Karlstad School Yearbook: Rector asked if anyone wanted to donate. Unanimously the council said no.
2020 Wastewater Contract With Robert Anderson:  Kowaliuk made a motion, Strom seconded, to sign the 2020 wastewater contract with Robert Anderson.  M/S/P – Kowaliuk/Strom/Shablow.  
LMC Dividend Check: The clerk said the City received $331.00 from LMC as part of the Trust's property/casualty program of 2019.
Ferguson Software Contract:  After some discussion and clarification, Shablow made a motion, Strom seconded, to agreed to the 2-year contract with Ferguson Waterworks for software and training purposes.    M/S/P – Shablow/Strom/All.  
MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Toomey reported that things were going smoothly. Someone had hit a electrical pole by the post office and it is now fixed.  Toomey and Strom have been working on the generator and it is now running. Toomey requested $60.00 to rent scaffolding to fix the lights in the gym. After discussing it, Strom will see if he can get a scissor lift.  Kowaliuk asked when he plows Park Ave, to push the snow to the south. Strom told Toomey to move the road closed sign behind the village square and move the snow pile because that is a snowmobile route.  
CITY BILLS/CLAIMS TO BE AUDITED:  Shablow made a motion, Strom seconded, to approve the City claims.  M/S/P – Shablow/Strom/All.  
Strom wanted to go back to maintenance and asked Toomey to tell the clerk when he is leaving town. Toomey said he will. Strom said we are over the limit for gas consumption and he should only go through town in the once in the morning and once in the afternoon. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT BILLS/CLAIMS TO BE AUDITED:   Shablow made a motion, Strom seconded, to pay the Fire Department claims.  M/S/P – Shablow/Strom/Kowaliuk.  
ADJOURNMENT:  Kowaliuk made a motion, Shablow seconded, to adjourn the meeting at 6:07p .m.  M/S/P – Kowaliuk/Shablow/Strom.
