July 19, 2021

CALL MEETING TO ORDER: Acting Mayor C. Strom called the meeting to order at 5:28 pm.  Mayor R. Rector was absent.  Council members present were, P. Shablow,  D. Shablow, J. Frei.  City employees present was S. Lund, V. Lundberg, R. Masloski.  Public present were D. Brown, L. Klegstad.
The Pledge to the American flag was given.
Approval Minutes:  P. Shablow made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to accept the minutes of the June 21, 2021 City Council Meeting.  M/S/P – P. Shablow/D. Shablow/All.   P. Shablow made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, seconded, to accept the minutes of the June 23, 2021 Special City Council Meeting.  M/S/P – P. Shablow/D. Shablow/All.   

OLD BUSINESS:  
South/West garage door opener at city shop: A part that is needed is on back order.  
 Lagoon Fences:  The city had no response.
Culverts on 4th Ave: No action has been taken. 
Gym door:  The clerk will call R. Toomey to see if he still intends to replace the door.  Lundberg said she had information on the door.  Lundberg gave the city council an email that states the State laws about replacing an auditorium door.  The council will look into this.
Shrubs at Village Square: Maintenance has trimmed and cleaned up the village square. 
Change Eaves on Community Center to drain to north, repair south wall: The city has had no response. 
Budget  (to be finalized by September 30, 2021): P. Shablow tabled this until the next meeting.
2021 Yard cleanups: One person had contacted the clerk and the issue is taken care of.
American Rescue Plan Act:  The clerk has applied for ARPA and the city should receive funds within 60 days .

Angle box scraper: The clerk said the city had received $4,800.00 from Small Cities Assist as part of the governors transportation bill for Cities less than 5,000 in population. The city will be receiving matching funds by the end of this year to be used for maintenance of roads located within the city.  P. Shablow made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to purchase a 10 foot angled box scraper for grading the roads.   M/S/P – P. Shablow/D. Shablow/All.  C. Strom will get a quote for the cost to gravel all the roads in town.  C. Strom then talked about mowing the ditches in town.  He said we might look into getting a batwing mower.  P. Shablow made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to purchase a pre-owned batwing mower for no more than $2,000.00.  
NEW BUSINESS:  
Household garbage on property:  P. Shablow told the clerk to send the person a letter informing them they had one week to remove the garbage.  

Building permit: D. Shablow made a motion, J. Frei seconded, to approve K. Braget building permit for addition to his current garage.   M/S/P – D. Shablow/J. Frei/All.  
Interim Financial Report: The clerk said the report was in the council packet for council members to review.
Hazardous waste pickup in front of the Legion is on August 3rd, 11:30-12:30pm
Bronson Fest:  P. Shablow said the Improvement Committee, and the Lake Bronson Legion want to use the village square for a rib dinner on July 31, 2021.  C. Strom will block off 1st Ave for this and the street dance that is planned.  D. Shablow made a made a motion to donate $500.00 to the Improvement Committee to help with costs of the meal and kids games.  M/S/P – D. Shablow/P. Shablow/C. Strom.  J. Frei abstained.  Lundberg asked if we were going to see the new picnic tables at Bronson Fest.  The council is hoping to have them done for the Festival.
CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  L. Klegstad said the road crossing at Main and 2nd Ave is bad. D. Shablow will try to contact the county about this. Strom informed Shablow that he would get him the working number.  Lundberg wanted to talk about her last paycheck.  She said she thought she had worked more hours.  D. Shablow and P. Shablow reviewed her time card and it was correct.  Lundberg asked for a copy of her time card when she is paid.  Lundberg asked if she could clean the center in the evenings when it is cooler.  The council thought that would be fine for now.
Tabled Items:

Employee Policy Book:  

Replace carpet outside west door of community center:
MAINTENANCE REPORT:  Masloski told the council what he had been doing since being hired.  He has cleaned the shop, cleaned and organized the chemical in the store room, sorted all the paint at the shop and removed the paint from the gym, and painted the south door trim on the center, serviced both the John Deer lawn tractors, serviced and installed new blades on the Cub Cadet mower, the belt is on order.  Masloski painted the outside rails at the center, sprayed the sidewalks for weeds. Masloski said they the outhouses are in bad shape, but could be patched for now.  The village square has been power washed and the bushed trimmed and some boards that were warped in the picnic tables were flipped over.  The ball park is cleaned up and weeds sprayed.   Masloski said some of the bleacher are rotten, and should be removed and the restroom have been cleaned up. The school has been cleaned and weeds around the building sprayed.  Masloski assisted R. Anderson with the water and wastewater.  Masloski also assisted C. Strom with replacing a water meter and curb stop shut offs.  Sign posts are straightened.  Masloski cleaned and trimmed around all fire hydrants and trimmed some low hanging branches and picked up garbage around town.  The ball park fences need fixing.  The locking plates need fixing and may need to change the bushings on the New Holland tractor.  The Council complimented Masloski on a job well done so far and are happy with his performance.  Masloski asked to talk to the council privately before the meeting ends.

Acting Mayor C. Strom closed the Council Meeting and the room cleared for Masloski to talk with the council.  

Masloski said he had approached C. Strom about working from 6am to 2:30 on hot days. The council agreed that he could.  Masloski had other concerns and wanted clarification about his pay.  The council discussed some options for Masloski.
The regular council meeting resumed.
