City of Lake Bronson Regular Council Meeting Minutes
May 16,2022

CALL MEETING TO ORDER: Mayor R. Rector called the meeting to order at 5:28 pm.  City Council members present:  S. Strom, D. Shablow, P. Shablow. J. Frei was absent.  City employees present: S. Lund, R. Bridges.  Public present: No public present.
The Pledge to the American flag was given.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve the April 18, 2022 City Council Meeting minutes. M/S/P – P. Shablow/C. Strom/D. Shablow.   
CITIZENS CONCERNS/COMMENTS:  L. DeMaine's water bill was discussed.  The clerk explained about DeMaine's water bill to the council and that DeMaine does not understand the water and DeMaine continues to argue with the clerk and council member Strom about this.  The clerk was advised that if DeMaine continues to argue this bill, the clerk is to tell DeMaine that she will not be allowed in the community center and contact the clerk should contact the  sheriff to put a restraining order against DeMaine.
OLD BUSINESS:  
Christmas light on order - Letters to residents: The council reviewed the letter and decided to send it at a later date.
Codification - Old Ordinances:  The clerks explained that the ordinance book is intended to be adopted as a whole, and not a pick and choose option.  The next step is to purchase the book and proceed with deciding what ordinances the City currently has that would be kept.  D. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to purchase the codification book from American Publishing and continue with updating old ordinances.  M/S/P –D. Shablow/S. Strom/P. Shablow.  
APRA Lagoon Transfer Gates & Lift Station Lid Quote: P. Shablow made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to approve the quote for $24,400.00 from Municipal Service Co. Inc. to replace both transfer gates at the lagoon this year.  M/S/P – P. Shablow/D. Shablow/C. Strom.  
City Shop Roof:  D. Shablow made a motion, P. Shablow seconded, to approve the quote for $8,948.00 from Phil Matthew for a new tin roof for the city shop.  M/S/P – C. Strom/D. Shablow/P. Shablow.
Community Center Ramps: P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve a quote for $1,785.00 from Phil Matthew for vinyl composite decking, with slip grip strips to go over the current ramp and deck attached to the community center.  M/S/P – P. Shablow/C. Strom/D. Shablow.   
Replace Rotted Cedar Siding on Community Center:  C. Strom made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to approve the quote for $415.00 from Phil Matthew to replace the bottom part of the siding by the dumpster and fix the gutters on the community center.  M/S/P – D. Shablow/P. Shablow/C. Strom.  
Fire Hall Siding:  D. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve a quote for $650.00 from Phil Matthew to install Pro-rib steel on the front 48"of the bottom of the fire department between the overhead doors to protect the wood from snow. M/S/P –D. Shablow/S. Strom/P. Shablow.  
Gravel for roads: Strom said we have about 3 miles of roads in Lake Bronson and we will need about 1.5" of gravel put onto of the current gravel on the roads.  It would cost about $9,000.00.  The council discussed having the county grade and crown the roads before the gravel is delivered if it is not too expensive.   D. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to have the roads graveled this summer.   M/S/P – D. Shablow/C. Strom/P. Shablow.   
2021 Yard cleanups:  The clerk had sent out yard cleanup letters last month. The clerk was advised to send out another letter to a resident who needs to clean up their yard.  R. Rector was in contact with P. Ingeman and she said no one can touch D. Norberg's property. 
Culverts on 4th Ave:  R. Bridges asked what projects need to be done. R. Rector told R. Bridges to call Anderson's to fix the culverts on 4th Ave, by the DAC and the culvert at the south end of 3rd Ave.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Man hole by Lutheran Church:  The manhole needs to be repaired.  This was tabled until summer of 2023.  R. Bridges will paint the manhole orange to warn drives of a problem.
Approve Fire Department Truck payment $8,825.26:  C. Strom made a motion, P. Shablow seconded, to approve the loan payment for the Fire Department truck.   M/S/P – C. Strom/P. Shablow/D. Shablow.  
Pet Clinic is June 1, 2022 from 5-7 at the fire department:  
Meter replacements:  R. Bridges said he has changed out 4 water meters.  The clerk said she went with R. Bridges to change out a meter and it went well. 
Clerks time off:  C. Strom made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to let the clerk take the week of May 23 to May 26 off for vacation time. M/S/P – C. Strom/D. Shablow/P. Shablow.  
Improvement Committee, street dance Aug. 6, 2022:  D. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to let the Improvement Committee have a street dance on August 6, 2022 for Bronson Fest.   M/S/P – D. Shablow/C. Strom/P. Shablow.  
Fire Department Applicant:  C. Strom made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to accept the application for the fire department.   M/S/P – C. Strom/D. Shablow/P. Shablow.  
Lions storage:  C. Strom made a motion, D. Shablow seconded, to allow the Lion's Club to Store their tower trailer in the school gym or the school shed.  M/S/P – C. Strom/D. Shablow/P. Shablow.
