Maintenance will trim them. The clerk will send the homeowner a letter as he does not currently live in the city.

Council Roundtable: The council discussed various items the city will need to purchase in the next few years.  Discussed were a newer pickup, lawn mower and possibly a tractor was discussed. The cost of heating the gym was discussed.  Also discussed how many people are signing out the keys for the gym.

Fire Department Bills/Claims to be Audited:  D. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve the Fire Department claims. M/S/P – D. Shablow/C. Strom/All.
