June 20, 2023

CALL MEETING TO ORDER: Mayor R. Rector called the meeting to order at 5:31 pm. City Council members present:  
P. Shablow, C. Strom, T. Carlson. City employees present: S. Lund, Brett S. Public present: P. Nerguson.
The Pledge to the American flag was given.
Approval of Minutes : C. Strom made a motion, T. Carlson seconded, to approve the Lake Bronson Regular City Council Meeting minutes from May 15, 2023 as changed. M/S/P – C. Strom/T. Carlson/P. Shablow.   
Citizen Concerns: P. Nerguson was concerned about her water meter.  She has been watching her meter daily and there is no way she could use as much water as what her water meter reading was last month. The council discussed this and the clerk said she had been in contact with the company for the water meter reading her program and made some changes. There was an error in the system and they checked and fixed the error in the computer program.  C. Strom made a motion, 
P. Shablow seconded to make a motion to credit a few customers that their usage were out of bounds. M/S/P – C. Strom/P. Shablow/ T. Carlson.   
Old Business: Codification: The clerk discussed reformatting the old ordinances to match the new codification book.  The council agreed with this.
New Business: 

Prepaid fuel (2023 Budget-reserved $12,000.00) C. Strom made a motion, T. Carlson seconded, to prepay propane in the amount of $12,000.00 to Farmers Union Oil Company for the City buildings. M/S/P – C. Strom/T. Carlson/P. Shablow.   
2014 Pumper Fire Truck payment approval ($8,825.26)  P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve the pumper truck payment. M/S/P – P. Shablow/C. Strom/T. Carlson
2024 Budget ideas: The council had a few ideas for the 2024 budget.  Cleaning up and replacing the shrubbery and rocks, and painting the village square were discussed.
Office computer: The clerk requested a new computer since she is having problems with the current computer. The clerk will get more information on pricing and such. 
Office printer stand: C. Strom made a motion, T. Carlson seconded, for the clerk to purchase a new printer stand for $200.00. M/S/P - C. Strom/T. Carlson/P. Shablow.  
LMC insurance increase of 4.5%. The clerk informed the council that the League of Minnesota Cities is increasing their rates by 4.5% and the city's insurance will increase $421.01 for 2024.
LMC appraisals: The league of Minnesota Cities insurance adjuster reappraised all the city buildings and increased the values.  C. Strom made a motion, P. Shablow seconded, to  accept the reappraised values.  M/S/P – C. Strom/P. Shablow/T. Carlson.  
McMullen's Auction check: The City received a check for $5,1814.00 from McMullen's Sales for the sale of the 2003 John Deere lawn tractor with loader and New Holland tractor loader arms. The clerk said the person who purchased the loader contacted the clerk to see if we can find the mower parts. Strom will look for them. 
Resolution to accept council member Jill Frei's resignation:  P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve the resolution for Jill Frie's resignation.  M/S/P – P. Shablow/C. Strom/T. Carlson.  
Council member Dustin Shablow's resignation - Motion: C. Strom made a motion, T. Carlson seconded, to accept and approve Council member Dustin Shablow's resignation. M/S/P – C. Strom/T. Carlson/P. Shablow.  
Resolution to accept council member Dustin Shablow resignation: P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded, to approve the resolution to accept council member Dustin Shablow's resignation.  M/S/P – C. Strom/P. Shablow /T. Carlson.  
Council appointments: No action was taken at this time.
Temporary custodian: J. Frei was asked to clean a few times until the regular custodian returns from medical leave. 
Council appointments: This item will be discussed at the next council meeting.
Maintenance Report: C. Strom said he moved pushed up the burn pile and moved the tractor to the shed along with the plow truck to make more room in the city shop.  Strom said the trees at the lagoon need to be trimmed.  The chemicals for the lagoon are in.  Mayor R. Rector asked Brett S. when he is coming back to work?  Brett S. said Monday June 26th. The clerk and T. Carlson told Brett S. that the city needs release from his doctor before he can return to work.  Brett S. asked about getting pallet forks for the tractor. The clerk will put it on the 2024 budget.  
Council Roundtable: The plastic picnic tables were discussed and the possibility of finding a place to store them.  C. Strom said there is a top missing from a water main at Main and Park that needs fixing. Brett S. said the main behind the village square need to be fixed also. The clerk will call Anderson's for a quote to fix them. Brett S. was asked to move the gravel/grass pile form the school to the city park when he returns to work.  

Donate to Improvement Committee: P. Shablow made a motion, C. Strom seconded to give the Lake Bronson Improvement Committee a $500.00 donation to be used towards advertizing. M/S/P – P. Shablow/C. Strom/T. Carlson.         

Mayor R. Rector read a letter from C. Adams about all the amentias the City and the State Park have and maybe the city and some of the businesses could get together and advertize. C. Strom made a motion, P. Shablow seconded to co-advertize the local businesses to promote Lake Bronson.
The clerk was asked to send a letter to the home owner on East main to clean up the property.

The fire siren was discussed.  It needs to be fixed. Brett S. said it is not getting transmission from the County Sheriff's office. That here is something wrong with the panel.
